INTRODUCTION

MIs Hind Energy & Coal Beneficiation (I) Ltd, (HECBIPL) has expanded capacity of its
existing Coal beneficiation plant from 2.4 MTPA to 3.6 MTPA on 01.-10.2015 (project
commissioned). The coal washery is located at Village Hindadih, Tehsil Masturi, District
Bilaspur (C.G.). The raw coal is received generally from SECL Dipka mine which is about 70
km from HECBIPL.

Coal beneficiation is the process for cleaning & reducing ash content in the coal, thus
improving the quality of coal. This is a wet type of coal Washery, having obtained
environmental clearance vide letter No. J-11015/364/2009.IA-II(M) dated 21st May, 2014.
